Term explanations:
Acro Floor Elements

are movements performed on or close to the floor without a significant airborne phase. These elements emphasize control, balance, and flexibility.
Examples:
forward and backward rolls 
body rolls and transitions 
bridges and bridge transitions 
handstands (on hands or head) 
transitions over the hands without flight phase 
acrobatic floorwork 

Airborne Acrobatics

are movements that include a flight phase in which the dancer is not in contact with the floor. These elements are dynamic and technically demanding.
Examples:
saltos (forward, backward, side) 
handsprings (flic-flac, round-off / arab) 
tumbling passes 
jumps with rotation and clear flight phase 
aerial elements (without hand support)

Music

For the disciplines “Twirling 1 Baton” and “Twirling 2 Baton” the music is selected by the organiser and published on the organiser’s website - https://www.kabrtcompany.com/compulsory-routines. To successfully send the application, a music file must be selected, even if you are in one of the “Twirling 1 Baton” and “Twirling 2 Baton” disciplines. In that case, select any music file so the system can receive your application. However, your music will still be selected by the organizer.
Music for other disciplines can be selected by the competitors themselves. The selected music must be sent together with the application. 
The music file should be named as followed:

Structure of the competition performance

Entering the competition area
From the spectator’s point of view, the competitors enter the competition area from the left side. There may be a short introduction performed before the main choreography, but it must not exceed 30 seconds in length.

Mandatory salute
The mandatory Kábrt Cup greeting must be performed. It can be performed by only one competitor. Failure to perform the greeting will result in a deduction of 2 points.

Stop figure
Stop figure is the starting pose after which the music starts.

7.1. Dance Pre-class

Family Dance

Family dance is a discipline known in Czechia as “parent team.” In this way, the Kábrt Cup team would like to give the opportunity to parents and adults to show their talent and enthusiasm for dance. In this discipline, adults can dance together with their children. It is important that at least 50% of the competitors in one choreography are adults with their children.


Performance classification: 	Everyone who belongs to the “Family dance” discipline is classified into one performance level – Intermediate (for the sake of being classified). This discipline is very specific, so you have nothing to worry about.

It is characterized by great, even extreme dynamics, isolated movements of individual body parts, and variations danced on the ground (rolls, contractions, lifts, falls). Expression is also an important element as is, sharing feelings and moods determined by music or the theme of the choreography.
Costume:	No restrictions.
Lifts:	Allowed
Props/Backdrops:	Prohibited. Parts of costumes, such as hats, are not considered props unless they are placed on or outside the competition area during the performance.

Technique/character:	Tap dance is based on the rhythmic sound created by tap shoes. Emphasis is placed on:
rhythmic precision
purity of sound
tempo, dynamics, and musicality
foot technique (shuffles, flaps, riffs, time steps, pullbacks, wings, etc.)
precise coordination in duets and groups
Music can be jazz, swing, pop, electronic, or contemporary, but it must allow for clear rhythmic execution.
Costume:	No restrictions. Costumes that support the character of the choreography and allow for audibility and clarity of the steps are recommended.
Lifts:	Allowed. However, they must only be a supplement – tap technique must remain the dominant element.
Props/Backdrops:	Allowed. They must not interfere with the audibility of the tap technique and safe movement.

Hip hop includes various new dance styles, partly hype dance, new-jack-swing, jamming, etc., complemented by creative elements such as stops, locks, quick movements, popping, dance gags, tricks, etc. Electric Boogie elements can be performed, but they must not dominate the choreography Hip hop is mostly danced in an eighth-note rhythm with typical bounce or jumping action (new jack swing). Variety and originality of dance, and movement complexity are highly valued, as is working with space.
Costume:			No restrictions.
Lifts:	Allowed
Props/Backdrops:	Prohibited. Parts of costumes, such as hats, are not considered props unless they are placed on or outside the competition area during the performance.

Technique/character:	Waacking is a combination of elements from funk, soul, and disco music. It is characterized by smooth arm movements, dramatic poses, and sharp, precise footwork. It involves expressing emotions and attitudes through facial expressions and arm movements, which are used to create funky shapes and complex patterns in the air.

Vogue is characterized by poses and gestures that embody elegance and self-confidence. Complex hand gestures are performed, demonstrating dexterity and delicacy, from subtle finger movements to sharp, complex movements.
Costume:			No restrictions.
Lifts:	Allowed 
Props/Backdrops:		Prohibited
Note:	Lip-syncing (singing to the music during the performance) is prohibited. In solo disciplines, boys and girls compete separately. The difficulty of the choreography must correspond to the age and skill level of the competitors.











7.13.   Latino Dance

Acrobatics/gymnastics: 	Allowed, must not dominate the choreography.
Technique/character:	Latino dance is a dance style based on Latin American rhythms and music, which is exclusively not performed in pairs. The dance is intended for individuals or groups without the need for a dance partner and does not include elements of classical partner dancing.
It incorporates elements of styles such as salsa, bachata, reggaeton, samba, cha-cha, and other Latin American-inspired dances. Characteristic features include rhythm, energy, expression, body isolation, and dynamic movement.
The performance must be presented exclusively in the form of a pre-choreographed routine. Emphasis is placed on precision of execution, musicality, synchronization (in the case of multiple dancers), and overall impression.
Costume:	Costumes must be appropriate for Latin dance and enhance the overall visual impact of the performance. Stylistically appropriate attire that reflects Latin American dance elements is permitted. Costumes must not be vulgar or inappropriate and must be age-appropriate for the competitors. They must also allow for safe and fluid movement and must not contain any dangerous elements.
Footwear must be suitable for dance performance and safe movement on the dance floor. In particular, Latin dance shoes, jazz shoes, ballet shoes, trainers, or performing barefoot are permitted, provided it is appropriate for the choreography. Footwear must not damage the floor and must be clean.
Lifts:	Allowed 
Props/Backdrops:	Prohibited. Parts of costumes, such as hats, are not considered props unless they are placed on or outside the competition area during the performance.
Note:	Lip-syncing (singing to the music during the performance) is prohibited. In solo disciplines, boys and girls compete separately. The difficulty of the choreography must correspond to the age and skill level of the competitors. 



7.14.   Disco Dance

Technique/character:	The Disco dance steps and movements must predominate and must be combined with acrobatic elements and movements. The acrobatics performed should be an integral part of the performance. Dance and acrobatics should be seamlessly connected and must be in harmony with the music.
Costume:	The choice of competition clothing, makeup, and hairstyle should be appropriate for the disco dance discipline.
Lifts:	Allowed. 
Props/Backdrops:	Prohibited. Parts of costumes, such as hats, are not considered props unless they are placed on or outside the competition area during the performance.
Note:	Lip-syncing (singing to the music during the performance) is prohibited. In solo disciplines, boys and girls compete separately. The difficulty of the choreography must correspond to the age and skill level of the competitors. 



7.15. Battle Dance

Acrobatics/gymnastics: 	Allowed
This disciplined is intended for the following dance styles: Contemporary, Street dance – Hip Hop, Vogue dance - Waack
Technique/character:	Battle dance is one of the most demanding disciplines for dancers. Within one minute, dancers must perform an improvised routine that will impress the expert jury, the audience jury, and the audience. Battle dance is divided according to the different dance styles. Competitors will be drawn at random before each battle by the audience jury to determine the order in which they will compete and who they will compete against. The competition will be held to a mix of songs suitable for the given dance style. In this discipline, prizes will be awarded to the audience and the jury. This discipline is always the last in the competition program before the announcement of the results. If the weather is good, it is possible that the dancing will take place outside in front of the hall, where everything will be adapted to this special discipline. This discipline is intended for any performance level except for beginners, but it is important that the performance level is selected correctly.
Costume:	There are no restrictions except that overly revealing clothing is not permitted.
Lifts:	Allowed 
Props/Backdrops:	Prohibited. Parts of costumes, such as hats, are not considered props unless they are placed on or outside the competition area during the performance.
Note:	Lip-syncing (singing to the music during the performance) is prohibited. In solo disciplines, boys and girls compete separately. The difficulty of the improvisation (Battle dance) must correspond to the age and skill level of the competitors.


7.16. Break Dance

Technique/character:	Breakdancing (Breaking) is a dynamic dance discipline focused on rhythm, individual expression, and technical execution. Choreography may include elements such as toprock (standing dance sequences), footwork (groundwork), freezes (static poses), and power moves (e.g., windmill, headspin), with an emphasis on fluidity, control of movement, and the dancer’s unique style. Dangerous or uncontrolled acrobatic elements, elements that endanger other participants, and the use of inappropriate props are not permitted. The judges’ evaluation focuses on technical skill, originality and style, musical interpretation, and overall stage presence. The goal of the discipline is to showcase technical proficiency, creativity, and authentic dance expression.
Costume:	The costume must be appropriate for the nature of the discipline and allow for safe execution of movements.
Lifts:	Allowed. 
Props/Backdrops:	Prohibited.
Note:	Lip-syncing (singing to the music during the performance) is prohibited. The difficulty of the choreography must correspond to the age and skill level of the competitors.

Costume:	Appropriate majorette costume; exposed belly is prohibited. Head covering is not mandatory. Standard majorette shoes (boots) are not permitted for any age category. Visible tattoos are not permitted. If a competitor has a tattoo, it must be covered.
Lifts:	Prohibited.
Props/Backdrops:	Prohibited. 
Note:	Lip-syncing (singing to the music during the performance) is prohibited. In solo disciplines, boys and girls compete separately. The difficulty of the choreography must correspond to the age and skill level of the competitors.

Acrobatics/gymnastics: 	Acrobatic elements are not permitted. Gymnastic elements are permitted.
Technique/character:	The choreography must contain at least 8 beats of marching. The marching always begins with the left foot. If dance techniques such as Latin, standard, ballet, jazz, etc. are included in the choreography, they must be performed correctly.
Costume:	Appropriate majorette costume; exposed belly is prohibited. Head covering is not mandatory. Standard majorette shoes (boots) are not permitted for any age category. Visible tattoos are not permitted. If a competitor has a tattoo, it must be covered.

· When registering on the day of the competition, valid documents confirming the identity and age of the competitors must be presented (ID card, passport, for children, health insurance card (for children without IDs)).
· The age of competitors may be checked directly at the competition. The organizer reserves the right to request the documents at any time during the competition.
· For registration, it is necessary to provide an up-to-date list of competitors on the day of the competition, which must include:
•    the exact names of the competitors,
•    the total number of participants,
•    contact details of the team leader/coach.
· Each participant in the competition must have a separately signed GDPR document; for minors, the document must be signed by a legal guardian.
· The coach is required to print, collect, and submit the GDPR documents at registration, placed in a transparent envelope.
· The GDPR document is available on the competition website in the Registration section.
· After proper registration, each competitor will receive an identification wristband that allows free movement within the competition premises.
· Group leaders, coaches, and accompanying persons will receive a special wristband in a different colour.
· If a coach needs additional assistants, they are required to obtain a special backstage pass for them; these assistants must also have a valid ticket to the spectator area.
· This restriction is in place to limit the number of people backstage and in the changing rooms and to ensure the smooth and safe running of the competition.
· The organizer reserves the right to request confirmation of registration, proof of payment of the entry fee, and, if necessary, a music recording, if it has not been submitted in advance.
· The coach, group leader, or legal representative is responsible for the accuracy of the information provided in the application and the completeness of the documentation.


11. [bookmark: _Toc226399067]Qualifying for the Euro Kábrt Cup Finals
1. Qualifying from individual countries 
The following qualify to the Euro Kábrt Cup finals:
· 4 guaranteed places from each country – the four highest-ranked choreographies from the national round.
· 2 additional places, which are not guaranteed –  They will be earned by contestants who are not in the top 3 in their country but who have a higher number of points than contestants from other countries according to the overall European table.
· Simply put: 4 always advance, the other 2 advance only if their point total is sufficient for placement in the European table.
· Those who decide to compete outside their country, where the Kábrt Cup is held, also have a chance to qualify for the Euro Kábrt Cup if they collect enough points. They can thus rank higher in the overall standings than competitors in their country, thereby securing their place in the finals.
· The overall scoreboard is continuously updated based on the results of individual competitions throughout the year. The final list of qualifiers will be published by the end of June.
2. Procedure for competitors from countries where the Kábrt Cup is not held
Competitors from France, the Netherlands, Spain, Italy, and other countries where the Kábrt Cup is not held, who wish to compete in the Euro Kábrt Cup, must participate in the online selection process:
1. Fill out the application form in the Euro Kábrt Cup system.
2. Send a video of your performance with a link to YouTube to the following email address: kabrtcompany@gmail.com.
3. Wait for confirmation of participation.
After confirmation, competitors can continue with registration and preparation for the Euro Kábrt Cup.
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
